Education and administration have

focused on the four objectives established
in the fall. Board and Staff have devoted much
time and effort to studying, planning, and
carrying out these goals. Here is a recap of
what has been accomplished.

T hroughout the school year, the Board of

e Objective: Develop a comprehensive five-year
plan for the District that encompasses the
educational, financial, and physical plant
needs of the District.

“We’ve made progress,” said Board President
Judi Zimmerman, “but I expect it to continue
through the summer. We did review the 10-year
life safety report and determined that we could
sell $5 million in working cash bonds to cover
the items within that report.”

According to Zimmerman, this decision was
influenced by the fact that the previous bond
issue will be paid off this year, reducing the
burden on taxpayers to 17 cents per $100 of
equalized assessed valuation. In addition,
current financial projections indicate that the
District will continue to have a 25 percent cash
reserve for the next several years.

The Board accepted bids in April to replace
the roofs on Ross, Sullivan, and MacArthur
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Update on District Objectives

schools and repair the parking lots. The work
will be completed this summer.

“We also reviewed the engineering report on
the cost of air conditioning the buildings,” said
Zimmerman. “The Board decided that the cost

of that, $5 to $6 million, was too much for now.

However, we will look into the possibility of
adding air conditioning to common areas
within Ross, Sullivan, and Mac in 2009 and
2010 to allow for more cooling centers within
the schools if the heat and humidity becomes
too much for the classes.”

The engineering report, prepared by CS2
Design Group in Elk Grove, indicates that the
first phase would include the Ross and Sullivan
gyms and MacArthur cafeteria, gym and Little
Theatre. The cost is estimated to be about
$400,000 not including any structural roof
modifications needed to accommodate the
cooling equipment.

® Objective: Investigate the development of a
District-wide foreign language program.

Over the summer, the District will continue
to study how best to deliver a foreign
language curriculum. Since so much of
the day is taken up with core subjects,
one of the first considerations will be
determining where and how it will
fit into the schedule.

o Objective: Investigate
the efficacy of providing a
full-day option for
kindergarten in the District.
The committee studying
this objective began meeting
in November and conducted
on-site visits to full-day
kindergarten classrooms at four
area schools. A survey of incoming
kindergarten parents was completed and
showed overwhelming support for full-day
kindergarten. The committee delivered its
final report to the Board on April 9 and
recommended two sections of full-day
kindergarten, one at Ross and one at
Eisenhower, for “at risk” students for the
2008-09 school year. On Saturday, April 12,
the Board of Education accepted the
committee’s recommendation and voted to
pilot a program of two full-day kindergarten
classes beginning this fall. All in-coming
kindergartners will be screened in the spring

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and students in the lowest 15 to 20 percent
will be eligible for the program.

® Objective: Formalize the alignment of
curriculum standards and student assessments
for the District.

The administration presented a proposal to
the Board to formalize a contract with the

ECRA Group. This will provide the
District with a means to “warehouse”
. testing data and analyze and do
research studies related to a variety of
topics. The company utilizes specific
software and educational resources
and a staff of statisticians to study
test results. According to
Superintendent Greg
Guarrine, this will help
with the process of
determining the
effectiveness of particular
projects in regard to
determining how students
are doing and forecasting
exactly what students should
be achieving.

“It’s very exciting,” said Guarrine. “It is
another opportunity for us to see how well
we're doing and what we can do better. We
can look at our various programs, like gifted
and reading, for example, that we are
spending lots of time and effort on, and
determine through empirical research
whether or not they are producing the results
we want. Right now we can say we think our
programs are effective but are they accurate
to the extent that we can say without a doubt
our students are performing the way they
should? This will provide us with conclusive
documentation.” @

Contribute to Cause

An ambitious group of Sullivan School
students was invited to the April 3 taping
of the Oprah Winfrey show for taking part in
the O Ambassadors program.

The 35 children, selected through a
school interview process in the fall, came
together to find ways to help the needy in
South Asia. Inspired by the school-based
program developed through Oprah’s Angel
Network, the club took on the responsibility
of getting all of Sullivan School involved in
learning about poverty, education, health,
and sustainable development in South Asia.

Calling themselves the SA (South Asia)
Ambassadors, they created Candy Cane
Grams containing printed information about
poverty and sold them over the holidays to
Sullivan students for a quarter each for a
profit of $352.50.

In February, the Club sold Caring
Grams and made a profit of $280.50. The
group also staged a successful Dance-A-
Thon on April 4. In all, the SA Ambassadors
have raised over $6,000. And, although the
Oprah segment has yet to air, the students
have found they can make a difference in
their own lives and someone else’s.

“It is amazing to see the compassion the
students have toward others in the world and
how each student wants to make a difference,”
said Sullivan Principal Debbie Gardiner. ®

Lunch Menus Balance
Nutrition and Tastes

fter a long morning at school, every kid
needs a tasty, nutritious lunch to get

through the day. Those who don’t bring their
lunch rely on Arbor Management, District 23’s
food service provider, for a good meal. The
District has used Arbor since 1989 and has had
the same manager for the past 14 years.

“T love it. It’s like home,” said Pat Rogers,
a Wheeling resident and the Arbor employee
dedicated to District 23’s food service
operation. “I do enjoy it. I've been in the food
business for 34 years. I like the challenges.”

Pat starts every day in MacArthur’s
cafeteria at 5:30 a.m. with prep work. The
actual cooking begins about 7:30 a.m. and
everything needs to be packed and ready to
be delivered to the schools by 10 a.m.
Working out of one kitchen for four separate
locations has its limitation. “We will never
be like mom’s kitchen, but we do make
everything fresh and constantly check that
the food we put in the warmers is at the
correct serving temperatures,” said Pat.

Summer School helps

“at risk” students

his year, District 23 will offer Summer
T School for “at risk” students Monday

through Friday from 8:30 a.m. to 12 p.m.
beginning on Wednesday, June 11, and ending
Friday, July 11. No school will take place on
July 4. Because Eisenhower School is air
conditioned, all Summer School classes are
held there. The cost of Summer School is $100.
Tuition waivers are available when requested in
writing. Bus service also is offered.

Children currently in the Early Childhood
program through grade 7 in District 23 and
identified by their teachers as “at risk” are invited
to attend the Summer School program. Letters
have been sent to the parents of the selected
students explaining the details of the program.

According to Robert Loranger, Principal of
Eisenhower School and Summer School
coordinator for the District, “at risk” means a
student is significantly below grade level in
language arts and, or, math.

“We ask teachers to use MAP, DIBELS, ISEL,
or ISAT scores to justify their
recommendations,” said Loranger. The
Measure of Academic Progress (MAP) testing,
Dynamic Indicator of Basic Early Literacy Skills
(DIBELS), Illinois Snapshot of Early Literacy
(ISEL), and Illinois Standard Achievement Test
(ISAT) are all used in District 23 to assess each
student’s progress.

The remedial basic-skills curriculum in
Summer School focuses on the areas of
reading, language, and math. Teachers of
students who enroll in the program forward
current academic information to their Summer
School teachers to ensure that individual
learning goals are achieved. ®

Summer reading
is important

very child in District 23 received a
E bookmark printed with a recommended

reading list for the summer. Teachers
and librarians compiled the grade-appropriate
book lists to make it easy to select enriching
reading materials. Students are encouraged to
visit libraries and bookstores to make book
selections. The lists also are available on the
Summer Reading link on the District Web site
at www.d23.org and at local libraries including
Prospect Heights at 12 Elm Street, Indian Trails
at 355 Schoenbeck Road in Wheeling, and
Arlington Heights at the corner of Dunton and
Euclid avenues.

District 23 has partnered with local libraries
to promote the “Get in the Game ... Read!”
program. The goal of the Summer Reading
initiative is to encourage students to read every
day over the summer — even if it’s only for a few
minutes. Studies support the importance of
summer reading and show that a child’s reading
level can drop up to half a class grade without
summer reading.

“Each school will be holding some kind of
book discussion in their buildings when they
return from summer vacation to discuss books
that were starred on the bookmark,” said Mary
Ann Duderstadt, District 23 Reading Specialist.
“This was an experiment we tried last year and it
was really successful so we have expanded on it.”

In addition, a book exchange was created for
Summer School students. They will be given a
book at the beginning of the Summer School
session and encouraged to read it and exchange it
for another book. This cycle will continue through
the end of Summer School when the students will
be given the books to take home and keep. ®

their concerns with the lunch program. In
February, Pat and her supervisor, Kevin Harris,
along with District 23 Business Administrator
Rick Ewanio met with the students. They
explained what the government guidelines
require in a lunch program and how the
service operates. They also worked out some
improvements. As a result, more baby carrots
and celery sticks are being offered now and, on
Thursdays at Eisenhower, freshly-made
cookies are available for purchase.

“I enjoyed meeting with the kids,” said
Pat. “Anytime they have a question, I want
them to drop me a line and I'll get back to
them. That’s why I'm here. If I don’t hear
from them, I can’t address their concerns.”

The Board of Education has approved
Arbor’s contract for next year with some
increases. The escalating prices of raw
materials and fuel over the past year has
forced Arbor to up the cost on complete
meals and a la carte offerings for next
school year. Both the student plate lunch
and adult plate lunch will go up 20 cents to
$2.25 and $2.50 respectively. A carton of
milk will be 55 cents instead of 45 cents.

too. “We now offer a Chicken Caesar Salad
twice a month at Tke and Sullivan. They really
enjoy it. And the Ribwich was very popular in
the past but not as much anymore. This group
